Over the years, her past students often reached-out to tell her how much she
meant to them.

lived for over a decade. Dianne and Huxley retired and spent their time going
to the beach and exploring the country in their motor home. In 2017, they
moved back to Coweta County, settling in Moreland after the birth their first
grandson. Dianne’s grandsons, Patrick and Samuel, were her dearest loves
and she often remarked on how much she loved to spend time with them.
Dianne was a life-long Christian, frequently teaching children’s bible school,
and loved joining her church friends for bible study and worship. In the end,
she was very much at peace with joining our Lord and eager for the next
chapter.
